Petition to INCREASE THE NUMBER OF PARKING SPACES IN NYC BY REDUCING SIZE OF NO-PARKING ZONE AT 108,000 FIRE HYDRANTS, LINE-MARKING THE PROHIBITED ZONE, AND REDUCING SIZE OF SPACE AT 62,000 PARKING METERS
WHEREAS, NYC has traffic congestion which can be cured or offset by simple changes, including the creation of additional parking spaces throughout NYC, by reducing no-parking zones at NYC’s 108,000 fire hydrants and by reducing the size of parking spaces at NYC 62,000 single-car parking meters; and by line-marking the fire hydrant no-parking zones;

WHEREAS, marking of the no-parking area alongside each hydrant would discourage motorists from leaving too much space (thereby depriving parking to another motorist) or from parking too close to the hydrant (thereby exposing the motorist to a costly ticket); and

WHEREAS, it is safer to take vehicles out of moving lanes by increasing parking spaces at fire hydrants (and parking meters) to allow emergency vehicles (and others) to move more quickly in traffic than to keep unnecessary space open at fire hydrants and slow down moving traffic as a result.
THE FOLLOWING IS HEREBY DESIRED AND APPROVED AS AN INITIATIVE FOR ADOPTION OF A LOCAL LAW TO AMEND THE NEW YORK CITY CHARTER, TO BE PRESENTED TO VOTERS OF THE CITY OF NEW YORK AT A GENERAL ELECTION OF VOTERS:

1.
The title of this local law is “Act to Increase the Number of Parking Spaces in NYC by Reducing the Size of the No-Parking Zone at 108,000 NYC Fire Hydrants, Line-Marking the Prohibited Zone, and Reducing the Size of Space at NYC’s 62,000 Single-Car Parking Meters”. 
2.
Parking at each of NYC’s 108,000 fire hydrants shall be reduced from 15 feet on either side of the hydrant to a total of 1.5 feet from the center of the hydrant (for a total of 3 feet), with the no-parking zone marked by two lines on the street perpendicular to the point 1.5 feet distant from the center of the hydrant.

3.
Parking meter space for NYC’s 62,000 meters shall be reset (by changing the location of meters or by appropriate marking of the street with parking lines) to reduce the space at parking meters for the creation of additional parking spaces, to a space of 16 feet, if practicable.
4.
The purpose is to take cars out of lines of moving traffic by creating additional parking spaces for cars in NYC, and through the reduction of space size at meters to reward owners of smaller cars with more parking spaces and to require owners and users of larger cars to pay for their larger needed spaces at commercial garages. It is estimated that more than 150,000 new parking spaces could be created in NYC with these changes.
5.
If any provision of this law is held to be unconstitutional or invalid for any reason, the remaining provisions shall be in no manner affected thereby but shall remain in full force and effect.

Plan for Financing the Implementation of this Statute to Increase the Number of Parking Spaces in NYC by Reducing the Size of the No-Parking Zone at 108,000 NYC Fire Hydrants, Line-Marking the Prohibited Zone, and Reducing the Size of Space at NYC’s 62,000 Single-Car Parking Meters
(Submitted in Support of the Petition pursuant to ¶ 11 of Section 37 of the NY Municipal Home Rule Law)

The implementation of this statute creating more parking spaces in NYC to assist in reducing traffic congestion does not require any funds.  The increase in paid metered parking spaces will more than pay for the cost of making new lines or moving parking meters.
