10 MILLION JOBS CAN BE CREATED FOR $100 EACH (OR $1 BILLION)

The job market in the U.S. is rapidly diminishing, and unemployment is rising because our elected and appointed officials (including the Obama Administration) are not paying attention to or helping to develop the successor marketplace: the Task Marketplace.

 At a cost of $100 per person, the Task Marketplace can provide work for 10,000,000 (or more) underemployed or unemployed individuals. They become small businesspersons and independent contractors, and have the advantage of having no withholding or payroll taxes deducted from their earnings.
I have set up a FREE website (myclads.com) for everyone seeking work, by key-word listing of the various tasks they offer to perform for money. The keyword ads are free; they last as long as the advertiser wants; and they are linked with the advertisers ZIP Code, to enable someone wanting a task performed to find advertisers of such task within so many miles. Advertisers should be able to earn $100 to $200 per day performing tasks.
Jobs involve performance of tasks, but have become too expensive for many employers because of payroll taxes, labor-law requirements, competition from outsourcing, overhead costs, and compliance with civil rights laws. This creates an opportunity for individuals and employers to look for tasks to perform more efficiently than through employees.
The Task Marketplace is easy to create. A town should go to each home and business, door by door, to encourage and assist residents to list their tasks on my website (myclads.com). This community effort would cost about $25 per listing (paid to solicitors). An additional $75 per listing will be needed to advertise the community listings by local radio, cable and television in the 25-mile radius around the town, to generate task business for its residents. A town of 10,000 (with 3,000 website participants) would need $300,000 to create and market its village website.
To create 10,000,000 jobs at $100 each in this way, the total cost would be $1 billion, a tiny fraction of what the Obama Administration is suggesting is needed to create 3-1/2 million jobs.

Tasks are comparable to “fractional jobs” and easier to create and find. All of us would like to hire someone to perform tasks for us that we don’t want to do for ourselves, leaving us to do tasks that are easier and/or more profitable. This is not barter. It is common sense. It is a national database of offered tasks (including the opportunity for users to advertise for “tasks wanted”.
The Obama Administration needs to recognize the Task Marketplace and spend $1 billion to put the nation back to work, and stop wasting trillions of dollars on pork projects.
